•	 �Researching to find out more about sustainable land management practices.

•	 �Working with others to share ideas and support each other.

7.	 �The main cause of emissions is from methane produced by the natural digestion 
process of cattle, sheep and goats. These animals are called Ruminant. 

8.	 a. �Like agriculture and all human activity, raising cattle, sheep and goats has an 
impact on the environment.

b. �Biodiversity is the variety of all living things (plants, animals and micro-organisms) 
and the ecosystems they form.

c.	 �Australia’s cattle and sheep farms occupy around 50% of agricultural land used in 
Australia.
